PAYMENT OF AWARD

Recipients will be notified at the Senior Awards Ceremony. The decision of the PTSA Scholarship
committee is final. Note: A scholarship award may be revoked in the event the student does not
maintain the required overall GPA of 2.0, if the student is subject to severe disciplinary action such as
suspension or expulsion, or if the student fails to enroll in an institution of higher education.
